what is GRIP?

It's short for Group Intervention Referral
Panel. If your child's school, social worker,
health worker or a local police officer thinks
crime might become a problem for them, they
can get in touch with us and ask us to help
them put crime in its place - in their past.

Many young people have said to us that they
wish they'd never got in trouble in the first
place. We've listened to them and are giving
your child the chance to be able to say in a few
years time that they're glad they realised and
did something about it before it was too late.
