The available funding totals £19,300.  To access this funding proposed projects must clearly address the following objectives:

· Town centre violence and disorder relating to alcohol in both Morecambe and Lancaster.

· The reduction of antisocial behaviour i.e. litter, nuisance behaviour, criminal damage/vandalism and rowdy behaviour. 

· Work that is aimed at dealing with those offenders who are named as prolific and whom the Community Safety Partnership is targeting.

· Work around reducing youth offending and youth re-offending.

Projects must be completed by the end of March 2005.
